Additional Programs Available

Extended Day

For families who would like a longer day, children in
3 year old and Pre-K morning classes (potty-
trained) may for an additional monthly fee choose to
extend their day until 3:00. Choose the days your
child will attend on the registration form. Children
will bring a packed lunch and snack. Quietand
active group experiences will be planned by
qualified teachers. Naps will not be scheduled. A
minimum of 8 students is required per day.

Lunch Bunch

Students bring a packed lunch from home. There is
time for socializing with other children and eating
lunch, 11:30-12:30pm.
